Perfect aspect 

Perfect aspect in English is exemplified in ‘I have read this book’, which expresses 

an event that took place before the time spoken but which has an effect on or is in 

some way still relevant to the present. In Tihamish, the perfect is constructed with 

the word for ‘finish’ zengaa + present tense of the verb.
